Holloway, or have become disabled in the performance of duty, and let us recognize and pay
respect to the survivors of our fallen heroes.

Be It Further Resolved, that the Gordon City Council calls upon all citizens to join in
commemorating law enforcement officers, past and present, who, by their faithful and loyal
devotion to their responsibilities, have rendered a dedicated service to their communities and have
established for themselves an enviable and enduring reputation for preserving the rights and
security of all citizens.
